1) Divide the inventory collection per groups of students.
2) Provide students with a template and omitting the description and price to be completed by them.  Note: A copy of one team’s parts list and template are included.
3) Using the Pitsco/RoboLab website, http://www.legoeducation.com/store/SearchResult.aspx?CategoryID=121, students will be asked to compile a list of all the parts included in the “Team Challenge” Kit. 

4) Students will design a three-column table in “Word” or use the template. In the left column, students will import a picture of the part. In the second column students will list the name of the part along with a short description. In the third column students will list the per item cost of the part. An example of this table is shown.
5) After the inventory is done, each group will take turn to share in class.  You will type up the information and project it on the computer for all the students to fill in the blanks.
Teacher Tips:
1) For this lesson, you may need to show students how to open, save, insert pictures, create table, and format the text in Word.
2) You can also make copies of the template to do this lesson on paper.

Assessment:  
Students will print out a copy of the compiled price list and attach it to a parent letter (attached) that will go home for parent’s signature. This will represent an agreement that the students in each group will be responsible for the replacement costs of all pieces that are lost throughout the unit. The teacher will keep the original, while a copy will be placed in the Team’s binder.
